V.	Minor  (12 hours)
Students will select a minor field of study to complement the major field.  Typical minors include Psychology, Sociology, Special Education, Curriculum and Instruction (Mathematics Education, Science Education, etc.), Instructional Systems Technology, Linguistics, Informatics, Cognitive Science, and Computer Science.  Specific course requirements and qualifying examination are under the direction of the minor department.  For minors in Education a minor qualifying examination is required.
