American Councils for International Education: ACTR/ACCELS announces the following Summer, Fall, and Academic Year Fellowship programs:

National Endowment for the Humanities Collaborative Research Fellowship:
Fellowships provide up to $40,000 for four to nine months of research in
Eastern Europe and Eurasia. Proposals must include plans to work with at
least one collaborator in the field. The merit-based competition is open to
all U.S. post-doctoral scholars in the humanities and most social sciences,
including such disciplines as modern and classical languages, history,
linguistics, literature, jurisprudence, philosophy, archaeology, comparative
religion, sociology, and ethics. Fellowships are available through American
Councils and NCEEER from the National Endowment for the Humanities grant
support. Application deadline: February 15.

Title VIII Special Initiatives Fellowship: Provides grants of up to $35,000
for field research on policy-relevant topics in Armenia, Azerbaijan,
Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and Uzbekistan.
Applicants must hold a Ph.D. in a policy-relevant field and have sufficient
language ability to carry out proposed research. Scholars must conduct
research for at least four months in the field. Funding is available for
U.S. researchers through American Councils from U.S. Department of State
(Title VIII) grant support. Application deadlines: January 15 (Fall and
Academic Year Programs); October 1 (Spring and Summer Programs).

Summer Russian Language Teachers Program: Provides support for teachers of
Russian at the university, high school, and secondary-school level to study
Russian literature, language, culture, and second language pedagogy at
Moscow State University for six weeks. Graduate students with a commitment
to the teaching profession are also encouraged to apply. Awards provide
roundtrip international airfare from Washington, DC to Moscow, Russia;
living stipends; tuition; housing with Russian host families; pre-departure
orientation; weekly cultural excursions; insurance; and visa support.
Funding is available through American Councils from U.S. Department of
Education (Fulbright-Hays) grant support.

Contemporary Russia Program: Opportunity for secondary-school teachers of
Social Studies and History, professionals, and students to receive funding
for summer study abroad in Moscow, Russia. Five-week summer program offers
courses in Russian culture, politics, and economics; all content-based
classes will be taught in English by faculty of the State University: Higher
School of Economics. Participants also receive six hours per week of
Russian-language instruction; program can accommodate participants at all
levels of Russian-language proficiency.

Title VIII Combined Research and Language Training Program: Provides full
support for research and up to ten hours per week of advanced language
instruction for three-to-nine months in Russia, Central Asia, the South
Caucasus, Ukraine, Belarus, and Moldova.

The research symposium, supported by the United States Department of State
(Title VIII Program), will bring together junior and senior scholars and
members of the policy community to study and discuss timely topics related
to the frozen conflicts and unrecognized states in Southeast Europe and
Eurasia.

Alfa Fellowship Program (CDS International), DC and Moscow

Despite historic changes that have taken place in Russia over the past
decade and a half and its subsequent emergence into the global community,
there are still too few experts in the United States with direct, meaningful
experience in the modern business, government, public policy, and cultural
environment of Russia. The Alfa Fellowship Program is designed to address
this problem by providing a new and exciting opportunity for young
professionals from the US to live and work in Russia and to enable them to
develop a genuine expertise through individualized professional assignments.
As the program continues to develop, a new generation of American opinion
leaders and professionals are being exposed to Russian professional life and
society.

Drawing upon extensive contacts throughout industry, media, government, and
nonprofit institutions in Russia, the Alfa Fellowship Program works together
with participants to identify suitable professional assignments at leading
Russian institutions in business, media, and civil society. The Alfa
Fellowship Program then endeavors to secure positions that meet the
interests of both the participants and host institutions. Fellows’ progress
is closely monitored by the Center for International Fellowships in Moscow.
 
In addition to individualized professional assignments, the Alfa Fellowship
Program includes language training in the US and in Russia, an orientation
seminar in Washington, DC, a Moscow seminar program, and regional excursions
in Russia. Throughout the program, Fellows also participate in a regular
series of topical seminars and meetings with key Russian and US officials to
discuss current issues and developments in Russia.

CDS International is currently accepting applications for the Alfa
Fellowship Program. The program lasts for one year beginning in March 2008
and includes seven months of language training (a three-month tutor program
in the US and a four-month intensive course in Moscow). While Russian
proficiency is preferred, qualified candidates with fluency in a second
language may be considered. Candidates already fluent in Russian need not
participate in the US-based tutor program and will travel with the rest of
the group to Russia in June 2008 for the in-country language training,
Moscow seminar program and professional assignment phases, which run through
April 2008. The application deadline is December 15, 2007.

JOHN E. SAWYER SEMINARS
ON THE COMPARATIVE STUDY OF CULTURES

Purpose:  The Mellon Foundation's Sawyer Seminars program was established in 1994 to provide support for comparative research on the historical and cultural sources of contemporary developments.  The seminars, named in honor of the Foundation's long-serving third president, John E. Sawyer, have brought together faculty, foreign visitors, postdoctoral fellows, and graduate students from a variety of fields mainly, but not exclusively, in the humanities and social sciences, for intensive study of subjects chosen by the participants.  This program aims to engage productive scholars in comparative inquiry that would (in ordinary university circumstances) be difficult to pursue, while at the same time avoiding the institutionalization of such work in new centers, departments, or programs.

Program Activities:  To date, 90 seminars have been funded.  Their subjects have ranged widely, as suggested by the following examples:

*        the public power exerted by oligarchs, tycoons, and magnates
*        foreign languages and literatures of North America
*        autobiography and the forging of identities
*        genocide
*        "retroactive justice"
*        transitions from dictatorships to democracies
*        the transmission of European national identities to other peoples and countries
*        the role of the military in political and social change
*        how particular illnesses and disabilities come to be defined as public health issues
*        the effects of mass media structures on the maintenance of civil society
*        violence and state power in the Byzantine, Frankish and Islamic empires
*        the connections between domestic urban problems and global economic developments
*        millennialism
*        the circulation of poetry
*        the effects of scientific and technological innovation on rural culture
*        world English and global literary culture
*        contact and cultural transmission in the "axial age" Mediterranean
*        local labor markets in globalizing economies.

The maximum grant award for each Sawyer Seminar is $150,000 (see budget section below for further details).

Each seminar normally meets for one year (though some have continued for longer periods).  Faculty participants have largely come from the humanities and social sciences, although some of the most successful and provocative seminars have also drawn on faculty members from professional schools.  Seminar leaders are encouraged also to invite participants from nearby institutions.  As the Foundation reviews proposals, preference will be given to those that include concrete plans for engaging participants with diverse affiliations.

Sawyer Seminar awards provide support for one postdoctoral fellow to be recruited through a national competition, and for the dissertation research of two graduate students.  It is expected that the graduate students will be active participants in the seminars, and the seminars' contribution to graduate education in the humanities and social sciences will be carefully considered even though they are not intended to be organized as official credit-bearing courses.

Seminars are not expected to produce a written product.

Selection and Award Process:  Institutions will be invited to submit proposals for a specified number of Sawyer Seminars (usually one or two depending on the number of institutions being invited to participate in a given round).  It is expected that university administrators and others will communicate the Foundation's invitation and the particulars of the program broadly to the faculty.  Institutions will decide through an internal process which proposals they will submit to the Foundation for consideration.

Proposals should describe: (1) the scholarly importance of the subject to be examined; (2) the central questions to be addressed; (3) the cases to be compared (e.g., nations, regions, social aggregates, time periods) and the rationale for the comparisons that are selected; (4) the thematic "threads" that will run through the seminar; (5) the institution's resources and suitability for the proposed seminar; and (6) the procedures to be used in selecting graduate and postdoctoral fellows.  Additionally, proposals should include a budget and a well developed preliminary plan for the seminar that outlines the specific topics to be addressed in each session and provides the names and qualifications of the scholars who would ideally participate.

After they are submitted to the Foundation, proposals will be reviewed by an advisory committee of distinguished scholars.  In recent competitions, approximately one-third of proposals have been recommended for funding with only minor revisions requested.  (In a very small number of cases the committee has recommended that a substantially revised proposal be resubmitted for later consideration, but with no guarantee that it will ultimately be approved.)  The committee's recommendations are then put before the Mellon Foundation's Board of Trustees for its approval.

Following approval by the Foundation's Trustees, funds will be disbursed to the host institution.  Past experience suggests that it can take a year or more to organize the seminars.

Budget:  Funding requests should not exceed $150,000 for each seminar.  It is expected that each seminar's budget will provide for a postdoctoral fellowship to be awarded for the year the seminar meets, and two dissertation fellowships for graduate students to be awarded for the seminar year or the year that follows.  The amount for postdoctoral fellowship awards and dissertation fellowship stipends should follow institutional practices.  Travel and living expenses for short stays by visiting scholars and the costs of coordinating the seminar, including those incurred for speakers and their travel, may be included.  The grants may not, however, be used for the costs of released time for regular faculty participants, or for indirect costs.

About the NSEP David L. Boren Graduate Fellowship
The National Security Education Program's (NSEP) David L. Boren Fellowships enable U.S. graduate students to add an important international and language component to their graduate education through specialization in area study, language study, or increased language proficiency. NSEP supports students studying languages, cultures, and world regions other than Western Europe, Canada, Australia, and New Zealand. Boren Fellowships are intended to support U.S. graduate students who will pursue the study of languages and cultures deemed critical to U.S. national security, and who are highly motivated by the opportunity to work in the federal government.
Fellowships enable both master's and doctoral level students representing a broad range of academic and professional disciplines to add a significant language and international dimension to their curricula. Students already enrolled in internationally oriented programs are encouraged to intensify their study of areas, languages, and cultures through overseas study and domestic tuition support. 
NSEP Program Areas of Focus
U.S. National Security Focus
NSEP focuses on geographic areas, languages, and fields of study deemed critical to U.S. national security. It draws on a broad definition of national security, recognizing that the scope of national security includes not only the traditional concerns of protecting and promoting American well-being, but also the challenges of a global society, including; sustainable development, environmental degradation, global disease and hunger, population growth, migration, and economic competitiveness. 
International Focus
Boren Fellowships are intended to provide or add to the international component of U.S. graduate students' educations. Boren Fellowships provide support for overseas study, domestic study, or a combination of both. Boren Fellowships do not require study abroad, although it is strongly encouraged, and most successful applications include a significant overseas component. Applications are encouraged for study of regions where access may be limited; however; these applications will not be penalized for exclusion of a study abroad component. Please note: Study in countries where there is no U.S. diplomatic presence is not permitted using NSEP funds. 
[bookmark: languagestudy]Language Study
Study of a foreign language appropriate to the identified country or region must be an integral part of each application. The language component must incorporate opportunities to develop, maintain, or advance proficiency in a language, including instruction and application inside and outside the classroom setting.
Since many languages in critical countries and regions are not commonly taught at U.S. institutions, programs providing beginning language instruction in these languages are appropriate for Boren Fellowship applicants. Prior study of another language will serve as an indication of interest and aptitude.
For those students who have an advanced-level proficiency in Chinese, or Russian please note that you are eligible for support under the Boren Fellowship to participate in a National Flagship Overseas Program. Please see The Language Flagship for further details.
NOTE: Study of Spanish or French is permissible only when it is at an advanced level of competency or combined with the study of science, engineering or business, in which case it must be at an intermediate level. At the time of application, the Language Proficiency Form should be completed by a language instructor or other qualified evaluator. NSEP/IIE will verify the assessed competency level. The award will be made contingent upon verification of the appropriate level in Spanish and French. 
The NSEP Service Requirement
The NSEP service requirement stipulates that an award recipient work in the federal government in a position with national security responsibilities. The Departments of Defense, Homeland Security, State, or any element of the Intelligence Community are priority agencies. If an award recipient demonstrates to NSEP that no appropriate position is available in one of these agencies after making a full and good faith effort in accordance with conditions established by NSEP, the award recipient must seek a position with national security responsibilities in any federal department or agency. Approval of service outside of a priority agency is contingent upon satisfactory demonstration of a full and good faith effort in accordance with conditions established by NSEP.
Award Facts
Eligibility
You are eligible to apply for a Boren Fellowship if you are:
· A U.S. citizen at the time of application. 
· Either enrolled in or applying to a graduate degree program at an accredited U.S. college or university located within the United States. To receive the award you must provide evidence of admission and enrollment in such a program. Boren Fellows must remain enrolled in their graduate programs for the duration of the fellowship. 
Length of Study
Boren Fellowship awards are made for a minimum of one semester and maximum of two academic years. Overseas programs can be no longer than 12 months. Summer programs must be equivalent to an academic semester to be considered. Programs can begin no earlier than May 15, 2008 and no later than June 1, 2009.
Fellowship Benefits
Fellowships provide support for overseas or domestic study, or a combination of both. The maximum level of support for a combined overseas and domestic program is $30,000. A maximum of $12,000 per semester for up to two semesters ($24,000) is available for overseas study. A maximum of $12,000 is available for a program of domestic study only. Support for domestic study is limited to language or area studies that enhance a degree program; it is not intended to support the general tuition costs of obtaining a degree.
Funding from other sources may be combined with the fellowship, but Fellows must inform IIE/NSEP of any additional funding they receive. Budget line items cannot be duplicated. 
Bridge Awards
NSEP is collaborating with the National Bureau for Asian Research (NBR) to sponsor an add-on award to one's Boren Fellowship. Up to 10 Boren Fellows will be placed at the NBR to work as research associates with staff in the NBR offices in Seattle, Washington, or Washington, DC. Bridge awards are available to Boren Fellows studying in Eurasia, South Asia, East Asia, and Southeast Asia. To apply, applicants should mark "yes" to indicate interest in the Bridge award and complete the optional one-page essay, #4, in the program proposal section of the application. Successful candidates receive the award in lieu of the domestic portion of NSEP funding. All 2008 awardees will begin their NBR work no earlier than the summer of 2009. Application
All applications must be submitted online.
Applicants design their own programs and may combine domestic language and cultural study with overseas study. Study of a foreign language appropriate to the identified country or region must be an integral part of each application proposal. (Note: Boren Fellowship support may not be used for study of French or Spanish unless such language instruction is at an advanced level or combined with the study of science, engineering, or business.) 
The application deadline is January 30, 2008.
