dissertation topic.

(1) A one-page letter of application that specifies how the fellowship
would be used;
(2) A CV;
(3) A two-page (500 words) précis of the dissertation research project that
also explains its relevance to EU studies; and,
(4) Ask for two letters of support to be sent directly to EUSA. These
letters should be from professors serving on the student's dissertation
committee, and one should be the chair.

       2. have been awarded a Ph.D. within two years of the application
          deadline or expect to receive the doctoral degree by the start of
          the project. (If an applicant is recommended for an award, the
          award may be made before the Ph.D. is awarded, but the applicant
          must provide proof of the degree before any funds are released);

European Union Center of Excellence 2008 Pre-Dissertation Summer Grant

The European Union Center of Excellence at Indiana University will award one pre-dissertation summer grant for 2008. The purpose of the grant is to support research-related travel for preliminary dissertation field activities such as exploring potential research sites, archives, and other research resources; establishing institutional affiliations; and identifying and meeting with local scholars, archivists and professional contacts. It is primarily intended for doctoral students who will apply in the next academic year for external funding to conduct their dissertation research abroad. Students who have reached the ABD stage and formally begun dissertation research are not eligible for funding under this program. The EU Center pre-dissertation summer grant is limited to 2000 Euros paid as travel reimbursement (US$ equivalent).

Especially welcome are applications for research on topics falling into EU-policy-related fields such as:
1.      the transatlantic relationship
2.      EU enlargement
3.      law and constitutional development in the EU, including the EU Constitutional Treaty
4.      business, finance, and economics in the EU, including the Euro-zone
5.      EU agro-environmental policies, including the Common Agricultural Policy
6.      the human dimension in the EU, including immigration, minorities, civil society, and gender

However, applicants may apply a broad definition of "policy studies" and "policy relevance." Interests that are "policy relevant" do not necessarily need to focus directly on a matter of current and intense concern to EU policy makers. Students from fields such as history, modern languages, literatures and linguistic policy, the humanities, popular culture, and other disciplines that may be outside the immediate purview of government officials are encouraged to apply, as long as the applicant explains convincingly why and how their interests are relevant at some level, even indirectly, to the formation of EU policy as a whole and how their interests impact policy debates and research on such issues.

The grant recipient will be selected in a competitive process by a committee of five faculty members who represent key departments and schools, as well as different geographic areas. Applications will be judged on the academic quality of the project, likeliness of completion in a timely manner, and the relevance of the project for scholars and professionals.

National Endowment for the Humanities Grant for Collaborative Research 
in Eurasia and Eastern Europe

American Councils for International Education: ACTR/ACCELS (American 
Councils) and the National Council for Eurasian and East European 
Research (NCEEER) are now accepting applications for the 2008-2009 NEH 
Collaborative Humanities Fellowship. Application deadline: February 15.

NEH grants provide up to $40,000 for four to nine months of research 
in Eurasia and Eastern Europe for U.S. post-doctoral scholars.  
Research topics are not restricted to regional or area studies, but 
must involve at least one collaborator from the region and research in 
the region itself. Applicants must propose to conduct at least four 
months of full-time research, of which two months must be spent 
overseas. Scholars who are able to begin their projects between May 
2008 and May 2009 are welcome to apply to this year's competition. 
Funding is available through American Councils and NCEEER from 
National Endowment for the Humanities grant support.

American Councils and NCEEER encourage applications from scholars 
proposing innovative, interdisciplinary approaches to their subjects, 
and all applications receive equal consideration during the selection 
process.  Program organizers support the work of U.S. humanists from 
fields that have been underrepresented in scholarship on Eastern 
Europe and Eurasia in the past, such as American studies, art history, 
comparative literature, cultural anthropology, musicology, and 
philosophy, as well as projects that strengthen international academic 
linkages beyond the traditional regional centers. All awards place a 
premium on the potential for further valuable humanistic collaboration 
beyond the specific award period of the NEH fellowship. U.S. 
citizenship, permanent resident status, or residency in the U.S. for 
three years before date of application is required.
