To the Nominator,


The Dean’s Advisory Council is an undergraduate honorary organization that works to promote the student voice within the School of Education in Bloomington. One way that we have attempted to promote the voice of the student body is to sponsor a Student Choice Award for Excellence in Teaching. This is an opportunity for students to honor a faculty/staff member of their choice. There will be only one faculty member and one Assistant Instructor selected each year, and they will be chosen based upon the reflection of Knowledge, Experience, Personalized Learning, Community, Critical Reflection, and Growth in their teaching that all contribute to the IU Six Principles of Teacher Education. The award year is in concordance with the calendar year, so from January to December. 

The award will be based on an application submitted by an undergraduate student.  The Dean’s Advisory Council will look at the applications and choose a nominee based upon a few criteria: commitment to the field, commitment to students, frequency of the nomination, and most importantly, the instructor’s faithfulness to the IU Six Principles of Teacher Education. These criteria will be assessed by reviewing the student nominator’s essay questions. 


The Dean’s Advisory Council will start reviewing nominations on March 29th. The process will be as follows: Every member of the Dean’s Advisory Council will read every nomination. The Dean’s Advisory Council will use the IU Bloomington’s Six Principles of Teacher Education as a guide to evaluate the nominations. Sample questions that will be in the reviewer’s mind will be: Does the application reflect the instructor’s dedication to IU’s Six Principles of Teacher Education? Does the application reflect the instructor’s dedication to the IU student/nominator as an individual? 


After each Dean’s Advisory Council Member has read through all of the applications, the second round of the review process will begin. Each council member will be asked to choose 3 of his/her top nominations, and bring them to the council meeting. Each council member will present his/her top 3 choices for an award recipient to the rest of the council (Keep in mind that if there are faculty and staff nominations, there will be the top 3 choices for faculty members, and top 3 choices for a staff member presented, as these awards are separate.) 


The third phase of the review process will begin with the council splitting into two groups, and each group will choose who they think should be given the award, based off of the top three choices. The two groups will then discuss their nominations and come to a consensus. The nomination for one faculty member and one staff member will then be sent to Dean Lambdin as the recipient of the Student Choice Award for Excellence in Teaching.     


The award will be presented during the School of Education’s “Honors Day” in April, where the faculty/staff member will be given a congratulatory letter from Dean Gonzalez, Dean Brush, and the Dean’s Advisory Council. The recipient’s name will also be placed on a permanent plaque within the School of Education. 


We thank you for your effort to promote the student voice and we realize the value of your input. The Dean’s Advisory Council will work diligently to make sure that the voice of the student is heard.
